bands including slivers of the HF spectrum. I think this wil l 
go a long way to encourage new hams to join and stay active 
while giving more privileges to those who already earned it.

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����� � 22  ne of the most gratifying public service events 
the DARC supports is the ARC Walk for 

Independence which is a fundraising event for ARC of Southeast 
Los Angeles County.  ARC (formerly known as the Association 
for Retarded Citizens) works with those who have mental 
retardation or other developmental disabilities and brings them 
to their highest functional level, some even to independent 
li ving.

             The Downey Amateur Radio Club has supported this 
event, providing logistical and safety communications, since the 
first walk eight years ago.  This year the Walk wil l be on 
Saturday,  March 27.

Contesting with N6TEB, KE6HPZ, AD6HT and N6DN 
 
            The weekend of January 24th, Glenn Allen, KE6HPZ 
joined myself Dave Glenn, N6TEB for the January ARRL 
VHF Sweepstakes. Former President Steve Grudzinski, 
AD6HT teamed up with N6DN, Paul St. John (non club 
member). Both rover teams took along a third passenger, Mr. 
ªIf anything can go wrong it will º Murphy.   While Murphy 
doesn't ex ist physically, his presence is very apparent to many 
of us hams whenever it comes to contests, outings, public 
service events or anything that is time criti cal. Getting ready 
for  a major contest usuall y involves weeks of Planning and 
Building which is one of the appeals of  contesting to get 
everything just right for the weekend. Cables are built and 
tested, antennas tuned and everything is put in place.  
            We knew we were in trouble when we were an hour 
late getting started Saturday morning when things that worked 
Friday failed on our final check out before we left Downey. 
Ampli fier keying lines failed to key the ampli fiers, transvert's 
had no output only to be taken apart and then suddenly started 
working, leaving us with littl e comfort. We made the decision 
to  take to the road and Glenn did many repairs on the two and 
a half hour drive to Joshua Tree National Park, our starting 
point.  Once we got there things where going better until I 
reached down to turn an antenna switch and managed to stress 
some audio cables enough to break the circuit board they 
where attached to.
