had a brand rew experience Tuesday night with my

amateur radio adivity. About a yea ago | signed on with
the Los Angeles County Disaster Communications Service (DCS)
which is an adjunct to the Sheriff©s Dept. Much of what we do ig
related to maintaining our skills in case of an emergency or major
disaster when phaes and other communicaions are interrupted. In
addition they dolocal volunteer communicaions for charitable events
much the same & the Downey Amateur Radio Club.

Tuesday night concurrent with the closing of the polls | was
stationed at the Registrar of Voters (ROV) office in Norwalk.
Conveniently the Norwalk Sheriff©s gation is aaossthe street. They
have three helipads as part of that facility.

Our amateur radio operation was in a large Sheriff©s mobile
command trailer. There were two amateur operator stations within
that trailer. My operation was to communicae with al the other
heliports in Los Angeles Courty that were active for election right.
Eadh time asheriff©s helicopter would lift off with a load of ballots,
that station would notify us of their flight number, the tail nhumber of
the helicopter, the exact time of lift off and the cunt of bags and
other containers of ball ots. After the first flight from ead heliport, we
had an estimate of the flight time to us. The munt at departure and
drop df had to coincide exadly or the flight would be sent badk. That
never happened this yea. The weather was with us al the way or it
could have grounded operations where visihility would have been
bel ow minimums.

We would then communicae from the second amateur radio
station to the ground crews (all amateur radio ops) that a flight was
due in, the a&ove information so they could be ready to recover the
ballot bags. There were several times when the scheduled arrival of
the dhoppers were one to two minutes apart. Obviously discipline was
paramourt with as many as three helicopters on the ground at the
same time. It could be dangerous as the rotors never stopped. One
realy had to keep their head dawvn.

At the other side of the trailer the sheriffs had a full scale Air
